
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

The Screen Services Association of Victoria (SSAV) was formally established in 2000 to 
represent the film, television and digital services sector in Victoria.  Our membership covers a 
wide diversity of service businesses, providing the essential infrastructure for production, visual 
effects and post production in Victoria. 

Several of our members are also members of AusFILM, some at board level.    

AusFILM has undertaken extensive industry liaison both nationally and internationally to gauge 
the effectiveness and relevance of the offset.   Our membership has had input into this process, 
and strongly supports AusFILM's position to:  

1. Increase the rebate percentage from 12.5% to at least 15%  

2. Remove the 70% local spend requirement  

3. Maintain the minimum QAPE of AU$15 million for production.  

4. Introduce a specified Post, Digital and Visual Effects (PDV) ONLY minimum QAPE of 
AU$5 million.    This provides an entry point for attracting work that is not necessarily 
filmed in Australia.  For example: a minimum $5 million package of VFX work on Harry 
Potter that has filmed in the UK.   This type of work can provide hundreds of jobs in a  
highly skilled growing sector which can in turn, lead to building significant 
infrastructure. 
 

5. Enhance the value of building business relationships with studios and production 
companies through a value add or loyalty program (supplementary production scheme). 
This program would allow loyal and valuable clients to shoot or post produce an 
unlimited number of lower budget productions within a two year timeframe following the 
shoot of a production with a QAPE in excess of AU$50 million.  
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
