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Guidance for publishers
Important information
You can register quickly and easily via Lending Rights Online, or you can complete the form below and submit it for processing. You will also need to submit a ‘Title claim for publisher’ form for each book that you have published.
If you have self-published your book, you will also need to register as a creator and submit a ‘Title claim for creator’ for each book that you have published. You can also complete these steps online, or complete the forms from our website.
The Public Lending Right (PLR) and Educational Lending Right (ELR) schemes make payments to eligible Australian creators and publishers in recognition that income is lost from the availability of their books in public and educational lending libraries. PLR makes payments for eligible books held in public lending libraries and ELR makes payments for eligible books held in educational lending libraries (schools, TAFE and university libraries).
Eligible publishers are:
· companies whose business consists wholly or substantially of the publication of books and who regularly publish in Australia - ‘regularly publish’ is defined as at least once in the preceding three-year period; or
· non-profit organisations that publish to further their aims or objectives; or
· self-publishing creators.
Payments are only made to eligible publishers if an eligible creator is receiving a payment.
Eligible creators are:
· authors, editors, illustrators, translators and compilers; and
· Australian citizens, wherever they reside, or non-citizens who permanently reside in Australia 
(eligibility ceases if residency in Australia ceases); and
· those who receive on-going royalties from the sale of their book.
Eligible books are:
· books that are printed or electronic (eBooks), and their audiobook versions; and 
· books with an International Standard Book Number (ISBN); and
· books which have been published and offered for sale, and have a claim submitted within five years from the year of publication; and
· books which have a catalogue record in the Australian National Bibliographic Database (ANBD) or Schools Catalogue Information Service (SCIS); and
· books whose creators are individuals (companies or organisations are not eligible creators); and
· books with no more than five eligible creators.
The following items are not eligible for PLR/ELR:
· music and audio-visual material
· magazines and other serial publications
· games or cards
· books designed for a single use, such as activity books, sticker books or workbooks
· any other item without an International Standard Book Number (ISBN)
Goods and Services Tax (GST)
Payments made under the PLR and ELR programs are not subject to GST. Claimants need to declare PLR and ELR payments for income tax purposes.

Privacy and use of information
The Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development, Communications, Sport and the Arts , Sport(the department) is collecting your personal information in accordance with the Privacy Act 1988 as delegate of the Public Lending Right Committee under the Public Lending Right Act 1985.
The department will use your personal information to administer the Lending Right Schemes including to assess your eligibility for payment under the PLR and ELR schemes and to make payments to you if you are found to be eligible. The department may disclose your information to the Public Lending Right Committee for the purpose of making recommendations to the Minister for the Arts, or their delegate, concerning payments that may be made under PLR and/or ELR and for inclusion in the Public Lending Right Committee Annual Report. The annual report names the creators who received the highest payments and identifies payment ranges and the numbers of creators within each bracket.
The department will not otherwise use or disclose your personal information except as authorised by law.
You are not compelled by law to provide your personal information however if you do not then we may be unable to process your claim for Lending Rights payments.
The department will store your personal information securely and the department's privacy policy contains information regarding complaint handling processes and how to access and/or seek correction of personal information held by the department.
